    The law relating to determining whether a social host 

owes a duty to warn its guests to risks and damages has 

traditionally been one of mere classification.  However, the 

law in this area has changed to a fluid and analytical 

analysis.

      According to rigid, traditional common law principles, 

the duty owed by an owner or occupier of land to third 

persons coming thereon was determined according to the 

status of such third person, i.e., invitee, licensee or 

trespasser.  Snyder v. I. Jay Realty Co., 30 N.J. 303, 311 (1959).  

The common law drew a distinction between invitees, 

licensees and trespassers, i.e., invitees were persons who 

came upon the land of another either by express or implied 

invitation; licensees were persons who were not invited, but 

whose presence on the land was tolerated or suffered; and 

trespassers were those whose presence was neither invited 

nor suffered.  Id. at 312.  

      Pursuant to common law, the landowner’s duty of care 

differed for each of the three classifications of entrants.  To 

the invitee, the landowner owed a duty of reasonable care to 

guard against dangerous conditions on the property of 

which the owner had either actual or constructive 

knowledge.  Included in the duty the owner owed to the 

invitee was the obligation to conduct a reasonable 

inspection of his property to discover dangerous conditions.  

      A lesser degree of care was owed to a licensee (also 

known as a social guest), whose purpose on the land could 

be personal, as well as for the owner’s benefit.  To the 

licensee or social guest, the landowner did not have a duty 

to actually discover defects.  However, he was still required 

to warn licensees or social guests about dangerous 

conditions of which the owner had knowledge and of which 

the guest was unaware.  Hopkins v. Fox & Lazo Realtors, 132 

N.J. 426, 433-34 (1993).      

      In 1993, the Hopkins Court observed that it was time for 

the traditional common law doctrines governing premises 

liability to evolve with changing times.  The Supreme Court 

noted that the law of premises liability had been gradually 

moving away from the historical classifications of the 

common law in favor of a broader, general duty on the part 

of the landowner to exercise reasonable care to prevent 

foreseeable harm to visitors upon his property.  Id. at 435-37.  

   Rather than rely exclusively on the outmoded common 

law classifications, the Supreme Court established a new 

test for determining the duty owed by a landowner to 

entrants upon his land.  In this regard, the Supreme Court 

held: 

Whether a person owes a duty of reasonable care toward another 

turns on whether the imposition of such a duty satisfies an 

abiding sense of basic fairness under all of the circumstances in 

light of considerations of public policy.  That inquiry involves 

identifying, weighing, and balancing several factors—-the 

relationship of the parties, the nature of the attendant risk, the 

opportunity and ability to exercise care, and the public interest 

in the proposed solution.  The analysis is both very fact-specific 

and principled; it must lead to solutions that properly and fairly 

resolve the specific case and generate intelligible and sensible 

rules to govern future conduct.  Id. at 438. (citations omitted)

NEW STANDARD FOR SOCIAL HOST CASES

       Foreseeability of the risk of harm has been held to be  the 
foundational element in the determination of whether a duty 
by a landowner exists with regard to individuals who enter 
upon his property.  Gonzalez v. Safe and Sound Security 
Corp., 368 N.J. Super. 203, 211 (App. Div. 2004), certif. 
granted 180 N.J. 455 (2004).  See also, Butler v. Acme Markets, 
Inc., 89 N.J. 270, 275 (1982).
   The issue of a landowners responsibility have been 
clarified recently.  The Supreme Court in Monaco v. Hartz 
Mountain, 178 N.J. 401 (2004), held that a landowner, 
regardless of the classification, has a general tort obligation 
to exercise reasonable care towards his/her guest.  Justice 
Long found that reasonable care is based upon an “abiding 
sense of basic fairness under all the circumstances.”  Id. at 
418.  Hence, where the landowner had control of the 
premises, created or assisted in the creation of the danger or 
risk which ultimately befell the Plaintiff and could have 
abrogated or warned of the danger, the landowner will be 
held responsible for the damages caused by that danger.  Id. 
at 418-19.  See also Olivo v. Exxon Mobile, 377 N.J. Super. 286 
(App. Div. 2005) 
      Under this new approach, the court must weigh several 
factors in determining whether a duty exists as a matter of 
law.  These factors are:

a)    relationship of the parties; 
b)    the nature of the risk; 
c) opportunity for the landowner to exercise    

        reasonable care; and 
d)    public interest.
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   While the common law classifications of trespasser, 

licenses and invitee still provide guidance in determining 

whether a duty of care should be imposed in a particular 

circumstance, the determination must ultimately turn on 

whether “in light of the actual relationship between the 

parties under all of the surrounding circumstances,” the 

imposition of a duty on the landowner is “fair and just”.  

Brett v. Great American Recreation, 144 N.J. 479, 509 (1996), 

quoting Hopkins, supra., 132 N.J. at 438. 
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      The Union County Special Civil Part Court commenced 

its participation in JEFIS (Judiciary Electronic Filing Imaging 

System) in November, 2004.  Our court was the fourth 

vicinage to join this electronic filing and imaging system and 

the largest Special Civil Part Court to join at that time.  

Subsequently, every Special Civil Part Court within New 

Jersey has joined the JEFIS program and many law firms that 

file Special Civil (DC) actions throughout the state have 

decided to participate.  We are happy to have the Union 

County Prosecutor’s Office join the roster of JEFIS filers.

      The JEFIS program allows attorneys to file any pleading 

or document electronically, over the internet, with the 

applicable Special Civil Part Court for Special Civil cases 

(DC docket type actions).  The obvious savings are 

immeasurable for the filing attorney or law firm, which 

include but are not limited to, the costs associated with paper, 

postage, toner, envelopes, etc.  Moreover, they can file at 

their convenience (24/7) and the documents submitted in 

this regard await staff each day in their respective electronic 

cues.  This system has a demonstrable impact on the court’s 

ability to save space whereas filing cabinets and storage 

space are no longer needed since any specific case file or 

document is only a click away in the computer.  Every JEFIS 

filed document is stored into its respective electronic case 

jacket and accessible, at any time, to the Special Civil Part 

Judge, chamber staff and any Special Civil Part employee.

      The Union County Special Civil Part Court receives a 

large amount of forfeiture action filings from our 

prosecutor’s office, as they are within the group of the top 

fifty largest Union County filers of Special Civil or (DC 

docket type actions).  Accordingly, Special Civil Part staff, 

spearheaded by Tammie Wilson, team leader/JEFIS 

Coordinator, worked very closely with Thomas Haluszczak, 

Esq., Assistant Prosecutor, to coordinate efforts to set up the 

JEFIS program within their offices.  Mr. Haluszczak, Esq. 

currently represents the Union County Prosecutor’s Office 

on their forfeiture cases and he was extremely helpful in our 

pursuit to initiate this program.

It serves our mutual benefit, for efficiency, space and 

cost savings purposes, to have as many attorneys join this 

program and we happily and gratefully welcome the 

Prosecutor to our JEFIS world.

   These factors, commonly known as the “General Tort 

Obligation Test”, apply equally to non-commercial cases.  

      In social guest cases, the General Tort Obligation Test has 

been applied.  In Sussman v. Mermer, 373 N.J. Super. 501 

(App. Div. 2004), the Plaintiff was a social guest of the 

Defendant.  She was at the Defendant’s home on several 

occasions before yet did not recall ever being on the front 

porch.  On the date of the accident, she fell after encountering 

a poorly lit area of the porch which had several code defects 

including no-uniform heights of the stairs and lack of 

handrails. 

      The trial court granted summary judgment in favor of the 

landowner holding that the landowner is not a guarantor of 

the premises’ safety and the porch was not inherently 

dangerous.  Id. at 504.  The Appellate Division reversed

finding that under the general tort obligation test, it was 

foreseeable that an unreasonable risk of harm existed which 

warranted the landowner to take reasonable care.  

See also Campbell v. Hastings, 348 N.J. Super. 264, 268-69 

     The General Tort Obligation Test provides a fair resolution 

to most social guest inquiries.  Applying this standard, the 

issues of fairness and foreseeability assist the fact finder to 

determine whether the social host had a duty to maintain 

his/her property and/or warn against the dangers thereon.  

Because the test requires an analysis of the individual facts of 

the case rather than reliance on rigid antiquated standards, 

the end result will compel a fair and complete analysis of 

each set of facts and circumstances, thereby allowing each 

litigant a better chance of having the issue of duty accurately 

determined.

Kathleen DiChiara, the head of the FoodBank, guided 
the tour and spoke at length about the work of this 
organization.  She showed us the Northern Facility 
which is approximately 250,000 square feet.  This 
FoodBank services the nine Northern counties of our 
state.  Special emphasis is placed upon nutrition for   
children and the elderly.  I would be happy to tell any 
of you at length about what I saw.  I ask you to dig into 
your wallets and put a few dollars into the gallon jug 
on the check-in desk at our events.  Rest assured your 
donation is not being wasted.  
   Another topic we have been discussing is 
foreclosures.  We have members of the Association 
who have been trained and others who are getting 
trained by the Administrative Office of the Courts, as 
mediators in foreclosure.
